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Most rural Albertans and many urbanites are aware of the biased and farcical nature of the EUB.

On June 14, Bill 46 received first reading in the legislature. At first glance, this bill might have seemed like a solution to the EUB's ongoing problems.

But Bill 46 is a blatant attempt to further limit Albertans' voice in matters concerning resource transmission. It is not in the public's interest and threatens the democratic process.
